This semester, our IWU Intern completed an exploratory
study of the Support Group Programs at the
Community Cancer Center (CCC).This study revealed
that the primary purpose ofcancer support groups at
the CCC are to provide individuals with cancer an
opportunity to connect with like others, as well as receive
information regarding cancer, side effects, treatment,
etc. A significant limitation of the study was its small
sample size. Of the 415 individuals who received a
survey, only 51 responded.With such a small amount of
respondents it is probably unlikely that the sample
represents the larger CCC client population, however,
survey results revealed the primary reason respondents
have attended /would attend a cancer support groups is
“to talk with other people facing a similar situation.”
